Communal bin: To be tested by Brighton & Hove City Council

§1   THE death of doorstep rubbish collections moved a step closer yesterday for millions of families, who will be forced to use giant communal bins in their street. 

Instead of placing the rubbish outside their front door or at the end of the drive, people will now have to walk to the nearest bin under new nationwide plans. 

§2   Vast amounts of waste will be held by the bins, which will be expected to provide for dozens of homes. Binmen will refuse to collect any bags of rubbish not put in the right place. 

§3   Campaigners say the move will increase litter, attract vermin. 

§4   According to the pest control firm Rentokil, there are 8million rats in Britain – and the end of weekly bin collections is partly to blame. Many fear that communal street bins will make the problem worse.

§5 Waste campaigners yesterday said the change could signal the end of traditional rubbish collections, which date back more than 130 years. 

§6   Doretta Cocks, of the Campaign for Weekly Waste Collection, said: “This signals the death of doorstep bin collections. People don’t realise how much they value the service until it has gone. They have got used to putting the bin on the doorstep every week.” 

§7   The controversial plans follow the demise of Britain’s waste services where more than half of local authorities have already reduced rubbish collections from weekly to fortnightly. 

§8   Eric Pickles, the Shadow Environment Secretary, blasted the plans. “Across the country, councils are being forced to cut back on rubbish collections [...]. Council tax goes up year on year, with new bin taxes on top around the corner. People must fork out a fortune in council tax under this Government. [...]”  

§9  Matthew Elliott, Chief Executive of the TaxPayers’ Alliance, said: “If a council wants to go ahead with this it should cut council tax in return..” 

§10   Communal bins are used in mainland Europe, where supporters claim they lead to tidier streets as birds and foxes cannot rip open bags. Also, people do not have to keep a week’s rubbish at home. 

§11   In Britain the scheme will begin next week, when the bins will be put in parking spaces. It will be tried out by Brighton & Hove City Council, with one 3,200-litre communal bin for every 40 homes across 500 streets. For some residents, the bins could be as far away as 150 yards. 

§12   The system, which will leave 27,000 families without a weekly collection, is being closely moni​tored by other councils, and some towns are already preparing similar arrangements. 

§13   Brighton & Hove claims that the scheme will save £970,000 over seven years. 

§14   Communal bins are already used in blocks of flats and some inner-city areas, including parts of Westminster and Edinburgh. 

§15   But campaigners believe that the Brighton scheme will be used as a trial for a much wider use.
