HOW TO EXPRESS PROBABILITY

1) It’s highly probable  =   MUST 

(I’m sure, quite certain, positive )

2) It’s not very probable, not very likely =  MAY / MIGHT 

( …perhaps, maybe                                               (incertitude + marquée avec MIGHT)

2) Perhaps they’re friends. =

4) I’m sure they hate each other.=

5) I’m certain Jud has left to go down the pit : he’s certainly a coalminer.=

6) Look ! Perhaps Billy’s going to school. I don’t agree with you : I think he’s certainly going to school ! 

7) They’re certainly too poor to afford more furniture.

8) Maybe he’ll lose his job if he’s late.

9) Billy will probably work down the pit as well, though I’m not sure ! 

10) There’s nobody outside : it’s very early in the morning ; people are certainly sleeping.

11) Perhaps his mother has already left to go to work. 

12) He can’t get up ! He is so tired ! 

13) I suppose his parents are divorced but I don’t know for sure. 

14) Billy’s father has certainly gone away and left them.
