Valeur : 

La voix active permet de mettre l’accent sur l’événement : Michael has killed Mary. 

La voix passive met l’accent sur la ‘victime’, ou l’objet de l’action : Mary has been killed.

Now, remember : 

Kestrels shouldn’t be trained. ( You shouldn’t train them)

They should be left alone. (You should leave them alone)

They can’t be trained. ( You can’t train them ) 

Three boys have been caught smoking. (Teachers have caught three boys smoking )
