Diapo n°1 : Anticipation 
-Identify / Introduce  the document.
This document is a cartoon drawn by ‘Doty’.
-Describe
What does it represent?

…which represents a woman sitting on a sofa / couch with her feet up. Her feet are on a footrest and her head is resting on a pillow. She is smiling, she looks / seems happy/relaxed.
-Imagine the situation
What is she doing?

Maybe / perhaps this woman is watching TV. She may be having a rest / nap. She may be reading an amusing story/book. She may have just come home from work and she may be watching a film/her favourite series on TV. 
Diapo n°2 : 

-Describe

This woman is actually holding a sign/a placard.

-Imagine what is written on it

Diapo n°3 : 

-Describe
This woman is actually holding a sign/a placard saying / which says “on strike”.

-Explain
This woman might be refusing to work / to go to work, but she’s in her living room, so she may be refusing to do the housework, the cleaning, etc. 
She’s probably fed up with the household chores 

She’s probably tired of / sick of doing the housework (cleaning the house/doing the washing-up/doing the washings / cooking/ sweeping and hovering the floor/looking after the children/taking the children to and from school/going to the supermarket.....)
SHE  doesn’t want to be a housewife anymore.

She can’t put up with this life any longer.

She can’t stand / bear being a housewife anylonger...

She was SO bored with her life THAT she decided to go on strike…

Autres productions/pistes possibles:
She would like her husband to help with the housework

She wishes she had a domestic help
-Look at the hidden part of the cartoon: imagine what it represents.

The hidden part must represent her husband: he might / may / must be doing the housework, the cooking…

Diapo n°4 : 

-Describe the situation!

The husband is cooking while his wife is on strike. The child is yelling while the dog is standing on its back paws.

The man is in the kitchen. He is busy preparing the meal. I can see a basket full of clothes and a pail with a mop in it, which means that he has to do the washing and that he has to mop the floor. Moreover, he must feed the child and the dog. 

-How do the characters look? Compare!

The husband looks really busy and angry whereas his wife looks really happy and relaxed. The roles are inverted.

-Commentaries on the situation?

Obviously, the man cannot cope with the situation. He’s overtaken by events whereas his wife usually does all this. He is not very good at doing the housework, at taking care of the family.

-In your opinion, what is the man thinking? What does he realize?

We can think that the husband realizes that his wife is essential to him / to the family: the family cannot do without her.

-Why is this woman on strike, what’s her demands? (si ça n’a pas émergé avec la diapo 3)
This woman wants to change her situation / her situation to change. She wants her husband to help her:

She wishes her husband helped her with the housework

                  she could relax instead of preparing the meal ....
