	- Born in Dublin on October 16,1854  
- Real name : Oscar Fingal O’ Flahertie Wilde
- Died in Paris on November 30, 1900



	Family
	- Father : William Wilde
Job : ear and eye surgeon in Ireland
- Mother: Jane Francesca Elgee
No job but wrote revolutionary poems under the pseudonym of “Sperenza”
- 1 older brother, William
- 1 younger sister, Emily Francesca( died from a fever at the age of 7)


	Education


	- Top prizes in Latin and Greek, then in drawing.

- Higher education:  he went to Magdalene College in Oxford University.


	Adult life
	He lived in London for a while and became famous for his extravagant clothes which provoked the conservative middle-class.

1881-1882: he toured the US and met famous American writers. The he went on tour in Paris, Britain and Ireland.

1884: marriage with Constance Lloyd
1885: birth of first son, Cyril

1886: birth of his second son, Vyvyan.

1887-1889: wrote articles in The Woman’s World, a magazine about fashion.


	Downfall
	-1891 : he became Lord Alfred Douglas’s lover.
-1895: he went sent to court for gross indecency by his lover’s father.

Consequences: 
      -     he was sentenced to 2 years of hard labour.

· his wife and sons fled to Switzerland and changed name ( Holland)

· penniless, abandoned by friends

· he changed his name into “ Sebastian Melmoth”, travelled around Europe and lost his literary status.
