· This picture is dedicated to the 750000000000000000 people whose ancestors came over on the Mayflower.

· March / April / Mayflower

· Capt. Johnny Smith a colonist, settler, soldier, explorer

· First sight on arrival :  an Indian village (very modern) with cars, a fire hydrant, shops and NY-like streets and avenues, but Indian music.

· One of the Indians jumps on his horse and warns by telephone about the arrival of the pilgrims; call beaten out by drums

· The big Chief, being introduced by his squaw with a long speech, answers by raising his right hand and saying only « Hugh »

· Arrival Mayflower 

· Pilgrims + Indians  

· One Indian wants to sell football tickets to J. Smith, who refuses because he has to sell tickets himself.

· The Indians want to capture Capt. Johnny Smith and a chase follows..

· “Due to the length of our program it will be necessary to short this thrilling chase between Cpt. J. Smith and the Indians.  The Management.”

“Is that O.K. with you Mr. Smith ?”  The Management asks Johnny Smith and JS answers as if he’s leaving the cartoon “Oh, to be sure, that’s OK. I’m on the contract anyway”.  

· During the chase Indian music.

· Johnny Smith is caught by the Indians and going to be beheaded with an axe, that’s behind a glass window: jeering section ; to jeer = to laugh at – to mock ; 
to cheer = to give shouts of joy  
· Miss Poker Huntas Wa-Hoo, hears in her teepee about her playboy (J. Smith) being captured. So she takes her mustard-yellow car and saves Johnny Smith.

· Swift construction of a log cabin.

· Chase in cars : both the couple and the Indians, who try to take a short cut, are in cars, followed by blue-uniformed policemen on red motorbikes ; traffic-lights as usual.

· They catch the Mayflower in time and return happily to England, where they spend the rest of their life in a cottage, surrounded by numerous little halfbreeds, reading the « The Last of the Mohicans »
