Charles Dickens and his family lived in this house between April 1837 - exactly a year after his marriage to Catherine - and December 1839. This coincided with a period of increased prosperity for the young novelist.  Although his period of residency at number 48 was relatively short compared to his other homes, he published and completed some of his most famous works there, including The Pickwick Papers, Oliver Twist and Nicholas Nickleby. It was an extremely busy and productive period of his career.

At the age of twelve, he lived in lodgings by himself, for a time at such a distance that he could only see his parent on Sunday only.
