HOW TO TRAIN A KESTREL 

A) Visionner la scène à partir de la consigne donnée par Mr Farthing jusqu’à la fin de l’histoire racontée par Julie : ( Les sous-titres peuvent être laissés pour l’histoire de Julie, mais seront cachés lorsque Mr Farthing donne sa consigne, qui est très claire à comprendre) 

What does the teacher want the pupils to do ?

He wants them to tell a true story / an incident that happened to them in the past and that will interest the rest of the class.

B) Penser à cacher les sous-titres pour visionner la suite jusqu’à ‘Sit down, Casper’

1) Well, what about the teacher’s attitude ? His feelings ?

He looks furious ; he sounds angry with Billy .

Why ?

It’s obvious Billy hasn’t been listening

                    Billy isn’t interested in what happens in class

                                                      in what the others are saying

                                                      in what is being said

So, teacher’s reaction ?

The teacher blames/ reproaches  Billy for not working / for not listening / for not paying attention / for daydreaming…

2) What does the teacher want/expect him to do ?

He wants Billy to tell a story .

3) What story do you think Billy could tell them ?

He could tell them about his kestrel.

   Anything surprising ? Does he do it ?

No, he doesn’t ;  he doesn’t even think about it ;  It’s surprising he shouldn’t think about it ;he seems to be at a loss/ to be lost. He doesn’t know what to do.  

He looks ill-at-ease, awkward

4) What will happen if Billy doesn’t tell them a story ? ( What’s the teacher likely to do ?)

He will punish Billy and the others .

So, what do his classmates do ?

They insist on his telling his story ; they want him to …

They threaten him into telling his story

How has he managed to train the bird ?

He’s been training him :

by reading books from the library

by cutting his food down

by holding food in his glove

by getting him used to the glove

by regularly feeding him on the glove

by attaching the jesses to the leash

by attaching/ fastening the bird to his hand

by calming him down

by getting him used -  to his trainer ; 

                                - not to panicking

After these first stages, what has he done with the kestrel ?

He’s taken him outside

He’s flown him on the leash at first and then he’s trained him with the creance

How long has he been doing so ?

He’s been reading about kestrel-training for months, ever since he first saw the kestrels flying.

He’s been training him for months.

It’s taken him a long time.

He’s trained him on and on and on…until he’s managed to fly him free.

Do you think it’s been easy ?

It’s been difficult ; Billy has been very patient

It’s been very hard because he’s had to train him every day  for months before flying him free.

How do you think Billy felt when he flew him free for the 1st time ?

He was dead scared/ frightened / panicky because the bird might fly away ( because he knew the bird might have flown away) but - he was anxious to do it all the same.

· he was looking forward to trying

· he was eager to fly him

· he was eager to see him fly free.

C) Retour au film : visionner jusqu’à la fin . ( à partir de ‘Casper, sit down’ jusqu’à la fin de la scène )

Donner la consigne avant ( puis l’écrire au tableau )

How did Billy feel when he saw the kestrel fly back to him ?

He felt proud of himself / satisfied- pleased with himself / proud of Kes

Imagine you’re Billy, what would you say ? 

I’ve managed to train a hawk, which is very difficult.

I’ve been able to ..

I’ve succeeded in training ..

Now, concentrate on Billy’s classmates and Billy’s teacher, Mr Farthing : as Billy is telling his story have you noticed any changes ?

                      Billy  -     is

· feels

· grows more and more confident

· is getting 

The more he speaks, the more lively/ excited he gets.

Billy is all the more pleased with himself as both his teacher and classmates are interested in his story.

Billy is all the more confident as he didn’t expect anybody to be interested in what he’s managed to do.

His classmates ask more and more questions.

Mr Farthing looks nicer, more gentle, prouder of Billy who deserves his round of applause, who deserves to be congratulated for his success.
